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Hip Hope Ambassadors Manual
Hip Hope Ambassadors is derived from 2 Corinthians 5:20. To really understand the assignment of a Hip Hope ambassador, we have to break down the mandate in 2 Corinthians 5:11-21.

Essence of the message: Refocusing others to focus/concentrate on God and not just this world

Foundation of an ambassador: 

(Christ Love is what compels (v. 14) and the reverence of God (v.11) persuades us to reconcile others to God.
What is the ministry of the Ambassador?

( It is the ministry of reconciliation

Ministry of Reconciliation:

The ministry of reconciliation is simply stated in verse 18: “all this is from God who reconciled us to Himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation
That God was reconciling the world to himself through Christ and not counting men’s sins against them. And He has committed to us the message of reconciliation. We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making an appeal through us.” 

What is the Message (Gospel) of reconciliation?
“Be reconciled to God, God made him who had no sin to be a sin offering for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God”. So if you repent and receive the reconciliation of God, then you are in Christ Jesus and you are a new creation and the old things in your life have passed away and now you are new.

Who are the carriers of this message?

Christ Ambassadors

Hip Hope’s Application of the Mandate:

Scope:

Our scope as a ministry involves these three areas:
1. Youth & Young Adult Ministry

2. Urban Ministry/Urban Church Planting
3. Arts & Entertainment

As you well know, Hip Hope refers to the relevance of Christ across cultures and generations. So, Hip Hope ambassador means, Hip (relevant) Hope (Christ) Ambassadors (representatives)
Within the scope and focus of this ministry we are called to raise up Hip Hope Ambassadors that will reach into youth culture, education, urban culture, arts& entertainment culture and various urban settings.
Mode of Operation
The two modes of operation for hip hope ambassadors fall under 2 categories: Vocational & Non-Vocational
Mode of Operation-(vocational ambassadors)
( We follow the apostolic principles Christ set up in Luke 9 and 10.

· We send Hip Hope Ambassadors out in pairs (either a couple or two individuals)

(They run Hip Hope events and institutes
· The institute is their main-stay, specifically the Open Mic & Discussion. This becomes the mode by which we build the hip hope events and institute. The Open Mic & Discussion is a form of simple urban church. We believe that some of this Open Mic & Discussions will eventually become full fledging urban churches.
(The ministry of prayer is very vital to the sustenance and success of all ambassadors.
( Open Mics & Discussions can be ran out of schools, colleges, community centers,         
     entertainment-centers, homes, churches etc.
(Hip Hope International is set up as a non-profit under Nations Worship

    Ministries. This means if you want to raise support through the hip hope organization 

    you can. If you can’t raise full support you can do a part-time job to supplement your 

    income while you do ministry.

Mode of Operation-(non-vocational)

( They will usually operate in the arts & entertainment field

( They don’t have to do Open Mics & Discussion. These are artists, musicians, producers, actors, writers, performers, etc. that are in the entertainment field.

( They have to use their art form to reach others for Christ (involved in the ministry or reconciliation)

· can be explicit Christian art form

· can be implicit Christian art form

( They must also be willing to use their artistic resources to help Hip Hope events and institutes

Qualification of an Ambassador
The qualifications of an ambassador is clearly stated in 1 Timothy 3:1-13
· Above Reproach

· Faithful to spouse (if married)

· Temperate
· Self controlled

· Respectable
· Hospitable
· Able to teach and teachable

· Not a drunkard (no addictions)

· Not violent

· Not quarrelsome

· Not a lover of money (greedy)

· Responsible for his family/self

· Good reputation

· mature Christian

How we recruit/select Ambassadors

· A mature Christians from a church or ministry that has a calling for a ministry of this nature.
· Hip Hope interns who have been through our Open Mic. discipleship training and have interned with us for at least six months.
· Graduates of the Hip Hope Academy(hip hope academy is a 6 month intensive urban missions training)
